Frequently Asked Questions-
Flinders New Affiliation Process/Grants
New Affiliation Process:
1- 
Q: Which level does my club need to fall under?
A: Your club can choose which affiliation level they would like to come under, depending on certain criteria. These criteria include things such as how many of your members are students, minimum membership numbers, attendance at Club Seminars in 2010, and being an incorporated club. For a more detailed answer, please see the Club Affiliation Levels document, which contains all the criteria for the four levels of affiliation.

Q: Can I be affiliated without the Member Protection Policy?

A: No. The minimum requirements for affiliation, level 1, include compliance with the Food & Beverage Policy and OH&S, adoption of the Member Protection Policy, you must promote to the University Community and support Flinders ONEsport and FlindersONE events and programs as applicable, including, O-Week and Fair Days, Open Days, Australian University Sport events and Social Sporting Competitions & Community Events. You also must complete annual affiliation process, including membership lists showing member categories, Annual Financial Statement and the Annual Report sheet 

3- 
Q: How much does it cost me to affiliate?

A: Nothing! It’s free! ( All four levels of affiliation are completely free of charge.

Q: Why would I want to affiliate?

A: We offer a range of advantages for affiliated clubs, depending on the level of affiliation, inclusive (but not limited) to the following: insurance cover under the University policy, administration support, access to club seminars/activities, club promotion, access to the grants scheme, free facility use, and more.

Q: Where will I get my members from?

A: We can promote your club on the website, as well as approve other promotional fliers (etc) around campus. Club Fair Days, at the beginning and end of the year, are an excellent way to gain exposure for your club. Set up an interesting stall which will encourage people to wander over, and gain members. You will need a minimum of 10 members to begin your club, but from these ten, there are many avenues for growth. Invite your friends! Run social nights. There are many possibilities.
6-        Q: Do I need to have all the requirements for the level (and the levels before it) to acquire this affiliation level, or can I be missing one?
A: Yes, you need all of the requirements for the level, as well as all the requirements for the level before it to acquire the affiliation level. For example, if you have all the other requirements of level 4, but you did not attend both seminars last year, you will not be eligible for a level 4 affiliation, and will be given a level 3 affiliation.
7-       Q: My club did not attend any seminars last year, but we would still like to be eligible for grants and obtain a level 2 affiliation or higher. How can we do this?

A: Unless you are a new club, affiliating for the first time this year, you can’t apply for grants if you did not attend any club seminars last year. Regardless of any other requirements met, you are eligible to be given a level 1 affiliation, as attendance at (at least one) Club Seminars is a requirement of level 2 and above.
8- 
Q: I am trying to start a new club. Which levels of affiliation do I fall under?

A: As per question 1, it all depends on certain criteria, and what your club would like to get out of their affiliation. You do not need to have attended last years Club Seminars, or submit any financial documents from last year, but all other criteria will apply. Choose which level you think you can reasonably meet the requirements of, and which entitlements you feel will benefit your club the most. 9-       Q: I am a new club, and didn’t attend any Club Seminars last year, or have any financial statements, what do I do?

             A: As per question 8, you do not need these requirements to affiliate if you are a new club. 
Grant Application:

Q: What can I apply for in my grants application?

A: Grants are often used to help cover Association Fees, Audit Expenses, Equipment Expenses, Capital Contributions and Insurance Expenses (where applicable). A vast range of grant applications are received and considered, so think about what your club really needs and what it could do with some monetary help.

11-    Q: I am unsure of how to affiliate and apply for grants. How can I find out more information?

Q: What can I do to better my chances for successful application of a grant?
A: Priority will be given to those with predominantly student membership, whose activities are based on campus (clubs which cannot reasonably do so like Hockey will be exempted from this preference) and those who contribute to the expense claimed for. A detailed application, with a carefully set out plan of expenses and detailed invoices etc. will be both appreciated and looked upon favourably. Q: When do grant applications open and close?

A: Grant applications will be accepted at any time from now; however, the close of grant applications is the 31st March 2011. There are no exceptions or special considerations to this close date.
14-      Q: I missed the grant application date, can I send it in late and still be considered?
A: No, unfortunately the grant application close date is final! No applications will be accepted after the 31st March 2011. Pay close attention to other grants made available throughout the year, and especial close attention to the close date.
