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MEMBERSHIP GUIDELINES
All clubs must comply with the membership guidelines, as per their level of affiliation. 
The minimum number of members for each club to become and remain affiliated with Flinders One is 10 Flinders students. 

To exist as an affiliated Student Club (Club Levels 2, 3, or 4), you must satisfy the following:

A minimum of 50% Flinders Student Membership. This is determined by using a point system for the club based on the membership categories below:

Your club must have a point value of 50% of your total number of members.
E.g. Total Membership = 20


Total Flinders Students = 10 (10 Points)


Total Other Students = 5 (2.5 Points)


Total Others = 5


= Student Club (12.5/20 points)

OR


Total Membership = 30


Total Flinders Students = 11 (11 Points)


Total Flinders Graduates <3 Years = 2 (2 Points)


Total Other Students = 8 (4 Points)


Total Other Members = 9 (0 Points)


= Student Club (17/30 points)

All clubs which fall outside of these parameters may remain affiliated, however will exist as a Level 1 Club, who have reduced benefits available to them.

Flinders clubs which fail to fulfil the “Student Club – Club Levels 2, 3 or 4” criteria will remain affiliated, and will have a 6 month period to re-gain the required student numbers within their club. They will also be able to access facilities as a “Student Club – Club Levels 2, 3 or 4” throughout this period, however as outlined in this document will not be able to access FlindersOne grants and funding until they regain “Student Club – Club Levels 2, 3 or 4” status.
