CLUB and sporting FUNDING AT Flinders University
CLUB GRANTS (SPORTING & NON SPORTING CLUBS)

Affiliated clubs may apply for grants on an annual basis, as per the club grant manual. There is $20,000 total available in club grant funding, with $10,000 for sporting clubs and $10,000 for non sporting clubs. These grants close in March each year, with the exact date advertised. Semester 2 Grants will be advertised as they occur.
Sporting Scholarships and Elite Participation Grants

Sporting scholarships at Flinders are given out annually, and are due on the first Friday in April each year. Scholarships provide enrolled Flinders students with access to Flinders Sport & Fitness, as well as assistance gaining academic consideration for their study and sporting commitments and some financial assistance. Professional Development assistance funding has been set aside to assist scholarship holders to develop professional skills specific to their sport.
Elite participation grants are available to all students at Flinders who are representing in their chosen field at an elite level (not just for sports). These grants are applied for on a case by case basis, by writing a letter requesting support for their chosen activity. 
There is a total pool of $2500.00 cash per year available for these grants. In kind assistance such as gym memberships for scholarship holders is in addition to this $2500.00
CLUB HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT GRANT

$1000 is available to affiliated clubs at Flinders to develop and skill their staff and volunteers. As a part of this grant agreement funded individuals will be expected to contribute to their club in an ongoing capacity. Items suggested include, but are not limited to Coach or Referee accreditation, First Aid accreditation, Responsible Service of Alcohol accreditation, Office of Recreation & Sport applicable development courses and Child Safe and Member Protection office training.

CLUB SOCIAL SPORT INTITIAVE FUND

$1000 is available to clubs to assist with the implementation and development club run and organized social sporting competitions held on campus which will feed members back into the club structure.
