APPLICATIONS GUIDELINES

Club grants are available to all student clubs affiliated with FlindersOne at Flinders. (Groups wishing to become an Affiliated Club must meet the criteria for New Club Affiliation as set out in the Club Manual - http://aussp001.partner.hosted-products.net/sites/flinders/News/Documents/Club%20Affiliation%20Pack.doc .)

Clubs that do not meet the affiliation criteria are ineligible to receive a grant. Application for funding does not guarantee a Club the full amount applied for.
Annual Club Grant funding can be used to subsidise invoices for:

· Association Fees

· Audit Expenses

· Equipment Expenses

· Capital Contributions

· Insurance Expenses
· Professional Development Related to Club Activities (Coaching Accreditation, Officiating Accreditation, First Aid Courses, Board Training, Volunteer Management Training, Police Clearances as required by your state organisation etc.)
Annual Club Grant funding may not be used for:

· Gate / entrance / match fees

· Travel costs

· Personal items not for general club use
· Social events
Preference for funding will be given to clubs who:

· Have higher percentages of Flinders student membership.

· Have activities based on campus. (Those clubs which cannot reasonably do so, will be exempted from this preference.)

· Make their own level of contribution to the expenses claiming for.

· Play, participate in or compete in regulated community or state-wide competition.
· Make a concerted effort to cooperate with FUSF to enter an Australian University Games (AUG) or Australian University Championship (AUC) team (at least competing in the lead up events) where applicable. 
Please be as specific and clear as you can when applying for grants, with there being such a wide range of clubs all information about club specific equipment or requirements is not only helpful, but appreciated. If you require additional space, please feel free to attach extra pages.
All applications are requested to be submitted electronically. Please make specific requests to the grants committee if this can not be achieved.
PAYMENTS / CLAIMING
1. Payments to Clubs or Suppliers are made through the “Authority To Pay (ATP)” voucher system. Clubs can obtain ATP vouchers from the FUSF office at the Sport and Fitness Centre or online at http://aussp001.partner.hosted-products.net/sites/flinders/News/Documents/Authority%20To%20Pay%20form%20NEW.doc 
2. ATP vouchers are to be returned with the original tax invoice or receipt. All invoices must be payable to “Flinders Campus Community Services.” and must be accompanied by the appropriate Club donation to cover the unfunded portion of the payment. Invoices will not be processed without the Club donation.

3. Payments made to Umpires, Referees or other Officials that exclude the GST must be accompanied by a Tax Declaration (Australian Taxation Office Hobbyist form) available from FUSF or http://www.ato.gov.au/content/downloads/nat3346.pdf  . Items not approved in the Club Grant Application will not be paid for.
