Individual Donations Scheme

Supporting Our High Achievers

The Mitcham Council wishes to provide financial support to their residents who have been selected to represent South Australia or Australia in a national or international competition or event, held outside the state.

You should encourage high achievers in your club to apply for this scheme, provided they live within the Mitcham Council area.
The Scheme has been established to assist local people who achieve in their particular sporting, cultural or academic event. Sponsorship of $100 can be provided to individuals travelling interstate and $200 for individuals travelling overseas to represent the state or nation, depending on available funds. Applications from team managers are also encouraged where there are more than two participants in the same team.

Applications, together with supporting documentation, must be received before the event takes place.

Who Can Apply?
Eligibility Criteria

Applicants must: 

· Reside within the City of Mitcham

· Have been selected to represent the state or the nation and are required to travel interstate or overseas to participate

Selection Guidelines

· Applications will be accepted prior to the state or national representation

· Generally this fund is for first time applicants, although an application 12 months following previous donations by Council will be considered

· Proof of selection from the relevant state/national body will need to be included

Only one application for each applicant will be considered per financial year.

Applications for Exceptional Excellence
Applications (small groups and individuals) that demonstrate a verified history of extraordinary achievement, and the need for financial support to further develop skills and the capacity to pursue excellence, will be considered for acknowledgement by Council through a donation of up to $500.
