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FLINDERS ONE CLUBS

FlindersONE is the overseeing body for all clubs on campus. Clubs are required to affiliate in order to access benefits as outlined below. There is no cost to affiliation, and new clubs may affiliate at any time, simply by undertaking the process as outlined in the How to Start a Club document. Both sporting and non sporting clubs are encouraged to affiliate with FlindersONE.
WHAT IS A SPORTING CLUB v NON SPORTING CLUB

To differentiate between sporting and non-sporting clubs, the Australian Sports Commission’s (ASC) definition provides a clear explanation which will apply to all Flinders Clubs. Any sport listed on the ASC website will be defined as a Sporting Club at Flinders University. All other clubs will be considered a Non Sporting club.
