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Part 4 - The Grants Guru: Your Grants Education Service

It's been a busy month for Government Budgets, with a number of state budgets released, as well as the Federal
Budget. Look out for these opportunities coming up.

ACT Budget News

The ACT Government has now produced its 2010-2011 budget.

Of a total $3.5 billion-plus budget, about $709 million - 18.5% - is being spent through various forms of grants.
Specifically, keep an eye out for these community sector offerings.

e Mental health services in the ACT will receive an extra $4.2 million over the next four years to help meet
demand .... This funding will go towards promotion, prevention and early intervention, high quality community
based clinical and psychosocial support services, community sector recovery and rehabilitation services,
additional out of hours support and improving services for young Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people.

e A further $4.2 million over four years is allocated to measures aimed at preventing or reducing risk factors for
chronic disease such as diabetes.

e Home and Community Care is receiving additional funding of $9.5 million to assist frail older people and
younger people with a disability to remain at home rather than entering an aged care or other residential
facility.

e $1.1 million over four years to increase the participation of young people in education and training.

e Students with disabilities will receive additional support, with $1.6 million over four years to address a
number of the recommendations contained in the Shaddock Review of Special Education.

e The Swimming and Water Survival Skills initiative provides additional funding of $300,000 over four years for
swimming lessons for primary school children.

e Further funding of $9.1 million over three years provides for 4,839 additional worker training places... under
the Productivity Places Program National Partnership.

e Additional funding of $2.4 million over two years to better support people with profound or severe disabilities.
Support of $425,000 over four years is also being provided for families with autistic children.

e Funding of $424,000 over four years is provided to the Carers Advocacy Service to streamline access to
services for carers in the community.

F$1.7 million over four year to provide greater access to respite services for older carers.
Funding of $2 million over four years to further support implementation of the Sexual Assault Reform Program
and the Family Violence Intervention Program.

e An additional $5.7 million over four years to support the increasing number of children who need to be
provided with out of home care.

e Services for young children and their families are being enhanced, including coordinated services and
intensive case management for vulnerable families.

e Additional funding of $208,000 over four years to support emerging multicultural communities with language
grants and activities for young people and refugees at risk of social isolation.

e $100,000 over two years to research and compile the genealogies and family histories for each of the
acknowledged traditional Aboriginal clans in the Territory.

e Additional funding of $210,000 over two years to help promote information sharing, and collaborative
approaches to skills and future workforce issues in the Territory.

e $1.8 million to support Canberra's growing digital media, film and television production industry through an
ACT Film Industry Fund.

e $1.9 million over four years to support Floriade and the continuation of the NightFest, which has attracted
over 46,000 visitors since its inception two years ago, and upgrades to the Canberra Theatre Centre, the
Street Theatre and Watson Arts Centre.

e To help celebrate the Centenary of Canberra, $100,000 is provided to commission an Australian composer to
write music for the Canberra Symphony Orchestra.

Note, too, that "The Government is implementing a working with children and vulnerable people checking system. The
ACT will be the first jurisdiction to require people working with children and vulnerable people to be checked for
criminal and other offences".

Not-for-profit services with existing funding will have their funding scaled up:

Annual funding increases are calculated using the following formula:

Community Sector Funding Rate = (Wage Price Index *0.80) + (Consumer Price Index *0.20)

If
your planned project does not meet this year's criteria, please do not be discouraged. Ensure that you keep in touch
with us as new criteria will be announced in the first half of 2010.

All projects must be relevant to animals in Australia and either:

1. Change attitudes and/or increase awareness about animal suffering (eg. through school education, higher
education, or programs that educate the community about animal issues, public awareness campaigns on an
animal issue etc); or

2. Encourage the public to take action for animals in their personal lives (eg. making changes in their consumer
choices by choosing animal-friendly products, including food); or

3. Work to modify or create new laws or policies to further animal protection in Australia.

Limitations: Voiceless cannot accept the following:
e Applications from commercial organisations operating on a profit basis.
e Applications for projects that are principally intended to help animals in countries other than Australia.
e Applications for funding the costs of staff salaries or on-going organisational or infrastructural costs, unless
within the context of the proposed project.

A grant under the PPCA Performers' Trust Foundation can be used for costs associated with the above, including:

e Tuition fees
e Travel costs (hire, airfares, petrol)
e Accommodation
e Venue hire/ PA hire.
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The trustees meet four times a year to consider applications. Applications are circulated to all trustees prior to each
meeting.

Limitations: A grant cannot be used to cover wages, salaries, commissions etc.

Although the trust is discretionary, the trustees are guided by the 'purposes' articulated in the trust deed. As a result,
it is not their usual practice to approve funding for any project of a commercial nature. This would include:

Overview: The National Cultural Heritage Account helps Australian cultural organisations acquire Australian protected
objects, as defined by the Protection of Movable Cultural Heritage Act 1986 (PMCH Act).

Funding from the Account assists organisations that cannot raise the full purchase price for an Australian protected
object.

What objects are eligible for funding?
In allocating Account funding, priority will be given to the following Australian protected objects:

e Class A objects in Australia and overseas

e Class B objects that have been denied an export permit

e Class B objects that have been granted an export permit on condition that they be available at fair market
value for purchase by an eligible cultural organisation

e Class B objects that are overseas.

Class A - Comprises objects of such significance to Australia that they may not be exported:

e Victoria Cross medals awarded to Australian service personnel as listed at Part 7.2(A) of the Regulations;
e Each piece of the suit of metal armour worn by Ned Kelly at the siege of Glenrowan in Victoria in 1880 as
listed at Part 9.2(A); and
e Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander objects which cannot be exported. These are:
0 Sacred and secret ritual objects
Bark and log coffins used as traditional burial objects
Human remains
Rock art
Dendroglyphs (carved trees)

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Class B - Comprises objects that are of cultural significance to Australia and require permission to be exported. The
categories are:

Australian Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Heritage
Archaeology

Natural Science

Fossils and Meteorites

Applied science or technology

Heritage Machinery

Fine or decorative arts

Documentary heritage

Numismatics (coins)

Philately (stamps)

Historical significance

Sporting Trophies/Memorabilia Export Controls

Some objects may be included under more than one category. For example, photographs can be assessed under the
fine or decorative art, documentary heritage and historical significance categories.

Not all objects are covered by the control list and some are deliberately excluded. For example, most works of art less
than 30 years old and Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander art less than 20 years old do not require permission for
export or import.

Priorities: In considering applications for funding assistance, preference will be given to Cultural Organisations with
the intention and capacity to care for the provided public access to Australian Objects in perpetuity.

Who can apply: Australian cultural organisations are eligible to apply for funding assistance from the Account. Such
organisations might be museums, art galleries, libraries, archives, historic buildings, and have permanent and
appropriately maintained/conserved collections that are accessible to the public.

Permanent public collections include special collections that can only be accessed by a particular group of people, such
as an Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander keeping place for sacred/secret material.

Given the special significance of Class A objects of Australian Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander heritage to
Indigenous communities, grants in respect of those objects may be made to groups which do not have a permanent
public collection.

Assistance may also be given to other persons, particularly where they intend to gift the object to an eligible cultural
organisation with a permanent public collection. When funding assistance is provided to a third party in order to gift
an object to an appropriate cultural organisation, the grant and the gifting of the object must be simultaneous.

e The rebate is not available as a point of sale discount nor can a retailer, installer or commercial business apply
for the rebate on behalf of their customers.

e To claim a rebate, the applicant will need to submit an application using the Application Form.

e An applicant has up to six months after an eligible system is installed to submit an Application Form.

e The applicant should allow 8 weeks for the application to be processed.

e An applicant must submit a copy of their purchase receipt with their application. No other supporting

documentation is to be submitted with the application.

e The Solar Hot Water Rebate Program requires the applicant to agree that, if requested, they will provide
evidence to support claims made in the application as part of an audit process to ensure the applicant has met
all program guidelines. For example, proof of system installation, income eligibility or allowing an authorised
representative access to your property may be requested at a later date.

Who can apply: To be eligible for the rebate, a hot water system must:

replace an electric storage hot water system

be purchased and installed on, or after 18 July 2007 until 2 February 2009

be a solar or heat pump hot water system that is eligible for at least 20 Renewable Energy Certificates (RECs)
at the time and place of installation

e be installed by a suitably qualified person (for example an electrician or plumber).

Eligible households:

e The dwelling where the hot water system is installed must be a principal place of residence.
e The applicant's taxable family income must have been less than $100,000 in the most recent tax year as
lodged with the Australian Taxation Office.
